1 Welcome & Public Session
Councillor Martinson welcomed everyone to the July Meeting of Whitchurch Rural Parish opening proceedings at 7:15pm.   Three members of the public was present and Unitary Cllr Dakin was also in attendance.  Mrs Ellison queried whose responsibility it is to attend to the weeds in the pavement.  Cllr Martinson confirmed that the grounds maintenance company would shortly be attending.
Mr Parkes attended to speak about his planning application and the path between Ash Magna and Ash Parva.  Outline planning permission has been given.  Mr Parker raised the matter of dog waste which is now being sprayed with bio degradable paint.  An additional dog bin may be useful at Ash Corner.  £320 per annum to empty the bins.  Seat in Ash Parva requires maintenance.  Mr Parker queried how much of last year’s precept was carried forward.  Clerk confirmed that the annual return to the audit commission would be published on the website shortly.

Councillors present as noted above.  Cllr A Allen gave apologies for the September meeting.

5 Approval of Minutes of the the Parish Council Meeting  held on 1st June 2015.  Councillors confirmed that they have received and read the Minutes.  Cllr Dodd proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate copy, seconded by Cllr W Allen, all agreed, duly signed by the Chair.  
6 Matters arising from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda
Estimates for signage for Ash Lane still outstanding.  Naming of road through Brown Moss: Will require signatures from householders.  Chair and Clerk to do house to house to complete the task.  Car parking in Tilstock: Chair asked if any further progress is required.  Cllr Chesters has put together a letter to request residents refrain from parking on street opposite the bus stop, with a copy of the Highway Code attached.  Wrekin Housing Trust have agreed to contact their residents if required.  Whilst it is not an offence to park in opposite the bus stop it is contrary to the Highway Code.  Councillors discussed the courses of action available to the Council to attempt to resolve this situation.  Cllr Chesters proposed delivering the letter to the houses, seconded by Cllr Thompson. All agreed.
7 Unitary Councillor’s Report

Cllr Dakin reported that he has received a complaint about speeding from Broughall Farm: he would like two Vehicle Activated Signs just before the crossroads near bend travelling towards Nantwich to indicate speed to drivers. Prees Heath to Ash Road rhs – large bunds have been installed to prevent people entering/parking on the land – now no right of way across.  Right to roam exists and commoners’ rights.  Cllr Dakin has been in touch with Natural England who have supplied information.  Once crops have been set the right to roam is taken away.  Cllr Dakin believes notice should have been given.  Shropshire Council have written to Balfours, who have not responded.

Unitary Councillor’s Report cont
New ownership needs definite clarification.  Clerk to investigate with Balfours before further action can be taken.  Cllr Dakin has a meeting with various parties including the Butterfly Trust.  Prees Heath car park has been tidied up but the lavatories have still not been opened. The management has been let out to another company.  Still waiting for quotes.  Clerk to ask for an update from Victoria Doran.

Playground: Playground round inspection reports have been received from RoSPA.  Tilstock playground report has been forwarded to the committee.  Ash playground needs attention to the goal post.  PC has previously taken decision to remove the posts.  Cllr Hunter and Thompson will attend to this.

Street lighting maintenance contract – Chair reminded Council members of the decision to accept the maintenance contract with Eon for 3 years at a previous meeting.  The Chair presented the contract to approve it and sign it. Councillors confirmed their previous agreement to sign.  Chair confirmed that this should make considerable savings for the PC going forward.

Street lights day-burning will be reported and dealt with under new contract. Contract duly signed.

 NSAC: meeting scheduled 8th June: Cllr Martinson attended.  Planning presentation given by Ian Kilby.  SAMDev being given more weight now unless it has been put forward as a main modification by the Inspector.  Cllrs confirmed what the modifications relating to WR are.  No comment necessary.  Next meeting to cover CiL money in September.  Chair asked for a representative to attend (Cllr Hunter to attend) as this information could be important.

Cash book/Bank Reconciliation for information : The Clerk distributed copies for information.  Bank statements were made available for inspection. Thanks received from the Churches and Tilstock Village Hall for the donations.

Invoices for payment – as below.  Proposed for payment by Cllr, seconded by Cllr All agreed.  Clerk’s salary proposed by Cllr Hunter, seconded by Cllr A Allen, all agreed. Cllr W Allen, Cllr Thompson propsed and seconded other invoices. All Agreed.

Budget allocations/spend: Chair reminded Cllrs they had previously discussed moving the VAS from Tilstock Road to outside Brook Farm.  Also discussed Defibrillators for both village halls.  Both proposals have been investigated.  The VAS can be moved if the PC can fund this (including purchase of a new one for Tilstock Road c£3k).  Waiting for quote of cost to move.  The defibrillators will take time: BHF give grant for £400, cabinets c£600 plus wiring and training to be arranged.  Cllr Chesters queried the need if a raised crossing will be installed which may slow the traffic.  Cllrs agreed to use the same company from Winsford.  Cllr Chesters agreed to pursue the project and meet with the company.  Highways will also need to attend to approve the location.  To also progress moving the other sign.  Proposed by Cllr Thompson, seconded by Cllr Butler to progress with the purchase and installation.  To fact find and investigate the purchase of defibrillators.  Will also required volunteers to be trained.  Cllr Chesters to discuss with the Village Hall Committee.

Cllr Hunter presented a kit given by Eon for people who lose electrical power supply including torch, foil blanket, landline telephone etc.  Chair suggested somehow compiling list of vulnerable people in outlying cottages who might need assistance in power cuts etc – kits could be delivered to them. Cllr Hunter proposed contacting Eon to see if they still provide these and if so for what cost.  Kit to be kept at the village hall.  Seconded by Cllr Thompson, all agreed.

Applications:. 15/02073/FUL Land On Runway At Twemlows Hall, Higher Heath
Laying of 33KV underground electricity cabling in association with planning permission 14/03957/FUL: 

Sunsave 27 (Twemlows) Ltd: Cllr Thompson proposed supporting, Cllr Hunter seconded. All agreed.  Leaflet ciruculated by the company offering community grants (£5-10k).  The Chair has looked into dimmer LED street lighting costs and has submitted interest in applying for a grant.  Figures have been obtained from Eon to change the lights over – cost per unit £292.82 + VAT – if replace all at the same time £280 + vat per lantern. Total cost c£14k – therefore confirmed that the PC would apply for a grant for £10k.  Cllrs discussed that the rules have changed as offered amount per kilowatt produced has now been reduced.
15/01985/REM Proposed Dwelling West Of, Ashwood Lane, Ash Parva, Whitchurch, Shropshire
 Reserved matters application pursuant to 14/02007/OUTdated 1 October 2014 for the erection of one dwelling to include means of access (to include appearance, landscaping, layout and scale)
 Applicant: Mr & Mrs Edward Parkes: Query over rendering – applicant confirmed no white rendering – new K rendering being used (mustard colour) similar to 2 dwellings in Chester Road.  All agreed to support.  
15/02463/FUL: Change of use of land from agricultural to domestic.  Cllr Dodd suggested this will be to increase the garden size.  Cllrs queried intended use. Insufficient information being given: 1 hectare ie 2 acres.  Would seem to be excessive for a garden in size.  Cllr Dodd, seconded by Cllr A Allen proposed objecting on the grounds that it is too large for domestic use.  All agreed. Cllrs considered this application on the basis that the next meeting will not now be until September.
