Proposal: Erection of 2 No. dwellings together with associated drainage and parking:

PLANNING REFERENCE 16/01707/FUL DEVELOPMENT PROPOSED: Erection of 2 No. dwellings together with associated drainage and parking LOCATION: Land Adjacent to White Lion, Ash Magna, Whitchurch, Shropshire.  

Applicant: Mr & Mrs Bentley
Cllrs. S. Martinson and J Dodd having declared their interest in application no. 16/01707/FUL Land to Rear of White Lion, Ash withdrew from the meeting and took no part in the discussion and voting thereon. Cllr. Powers took the chair. 
Public Comments – 
Mr & Mrs Nicholson referred to the new plan submitted today but this did not negate all their objections to the proposed development. They commented that the light into garden is affected, and presented a plan to Committee to illustrate the point. They believe the Applicants are allowed 10% for error on the permission which, if the margin of error is towards their garden, will further affect their light. Mr & Mrs Nicholson presented photographs taken from inside their house, front room and bedroom, and aerial showing the current view. The Nicholson’s are concerned regarding the height of the development as the floor level of their property is lower and the new properties being two storeys plus the depth of the garden on their side of the fence will mean the new build has an overbearing effect on their property.  The revised plans show a red line as incorporating part of Mr & Mrs Nicholson’s garden. They assert that their right to home & family life is adversely affected. 
Mr Parker is concerned regarding the loss of car parking space which will affect parking either on the road or on the bowling club car park. 

A statement from Ash Recreation Area Management Committee was read out which, in view of the agent’s assumption in respect of availability of parking, concerned ownership and lawful use of the car park.
Revised plans submitted today showed alterations to windows to address overlooking issues. Members commented that 
· the Committee should not support backland development 
· even though this is akin to urban backland development there is room for it and therefore had no valid planning reasons to object. 

·   there is a degree of over development – one house would be better but it is feasible to accommodate two houses on the site
·   the houses are very small but may support the future viability of the pub business even with max. 8 parking spaces  
·   the Committee acknowledged and sympathised with the issues raised by members of the public and adjacent landowners
RESOLVED – 4 in favour and 2 against, that there is a degree of over development, one house and more parking would be better but considered that the development is feasible therefore could find no valid planning reason to object.

There being no further business the Chair declared the Meeting closed at 20:04 pm.
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
