1 Welcome/Present & Apologies and/or Absent & Public Session
Cllr Martinson opened the Meeting at 7:15pm with the public session welcoming everyone to the first Meeting of 2017 and wishing everyone a Happy New Year.  There were 7 members of the public present.  Cllrs Thompson and Dakin sent their apologies.  
A resident thanked the Chair for attending a meeting to discuss various matters of concern in Tilstock with the residents.  
Two residents raised concerns about the speed of traffic entering the village near the Old School House, driving the wrong way around the one-way system and perhaps satnavs being responsible for misdirected traffic.  The Chair confirmed measures recently implemented in Tilstock, in association with the Highways Dept, to address speeding concerns.  The Community Police Officer has carried out more speed checks in December and will return next week to monitor speeds again.  Traffic was found to be travelling within the correct speed limits.  Councillors discussed local traffic management issues.

Mr  Ellison informed the Council Members that he will be having a meeting tomorrow with a Highways engineer. 5 residents left the Meeting at the end of the public session.
2 Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary or any other Interests/ Dispensation Requests 

None received.  Councillors noted budget/precept setting would be discussed. Dispensations previously issued to allow participation.  

3 Approval of Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 5th December 2016
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes.  It was noted that Cllr P Thompson had been present at the Meeting although this had not been recorded in the attendee list.  Cllr Thompson was duly added.  Cllr Chambers proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting otherwise, seconded by Cllr Dodd, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.  Resolved. 
4 Matters arising/action taken from the approved Minutes not otherwise included below
Cllr Chambers (item 9d) gave a report on his research in to the Get Shropshire Active grant funding. He reported that he had investigated the requirement for allotments in Tilstock.  A plot of land has been identified and the landowner approached.  Cllr Chambers proposed applying for funding to start a community project to provide allotments following 8 applications received from residents (Small Holdings & Allotments Act 1908 s 23(2).  Proposal seconded by Cllr J Dodd, all agreed. Resolved to consider under Small Holdings & Allotments Act 1908 s23(1).
5 Unitary Councillor’s report & Community Policing Update (if available)

Cllr Dakin was absent.  Cllr Martinson raised a point previously discussed with Cllr Dakin regarding extending the 30mph limit through Ash Parva.  Andrew Stirling (SC) has confirmed £2500 could be applied for via CiL money to pay for it.  Cllr Martinson proposed this application is submitted, seconded by Cllr Dodd, all agreed. Resolved.  
PC Hirons is carrying out speed checks in Tilstock as reported. He will attend February’s meeting with a report. Property marking is being carried out in the Parish on Tuesday 10th 2017.

Budget/precept setting – 

Councillors considered potential spend for 2017-18, taking into consideration payment for outstanding signs, LED street lighting upgrade and two grant requests from Tilstock Village Hall to be considered at a later date. 
Closing year end balance should be c£20,000 out of which £16k plus VAT must be earmarked for the street lighting upgrade.  The VAT can be reclaimed.  Councillors voted at the December Meeting to increase the precept request.  Cllr A Allen proposed increasing the precept by the minimum required ie 5.5% increase which is equal to a £1000 increase to meet the PC requirements for the following year. This motion was seconded by Cllr L Chesters. Majority agreed (Cllr Chambers abstained). Resolved.
