Chairman’s welcome, apologies, absences, announcements & Public participation 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the September Meeting of the Parish Council, opening proceedings at 7:15pm.  Six members of the public attended the Meeting. Cllr G Dakin was in attendance. A representation was received from a representative of Abbey Farm regarding their intended diversification and resultant planning application.  
A resident announced that a new notice board had been installed by the Ash Parva pond which now has fish in it.  

It was noted that the owners of the hedges between Ash and Whitchurch need to be contacted and asked to trim the roadside hedges. The possible installation of passing places along the Ash Road was raised and deemed to be a good idea. Funding should be available via the monies paid by the digester firm.  A consultation is planned between Highways and Councillors.

A resident asked for resurfacing details of the Tilstock Road. All details should be available via roadworks.org.

Clerk to check with the Tree department as to any action necessary if it has a TPO.  Councillors agreed and requested that Cllr Thornhill checks sizes and prices. To report in October.
