Finance:

To receive a revised funding application from The White Lion Public House
Cllr Allen left the Meeting for the discussion.  
The Councillors considered the additional information which had been requested and received from the White Lion to support their funding application.  The Councillors discussed the quotes, background information and information relating to practical implementation of the social distancing measures/hygiene regulations, it was agreed that:

The funding request would be approved on the proviso that the White Lion is successful in obtaining the necessary planning permission from Shropshire Council for the scheme. The funding will only be provided once permission has been granted and the appropriate confirmations outlined below in points 1 and 2 have been received:

1 The Parish Council is awaiting confirmation from Shropshire Council that the funding would be an appropriate use of Neighbourhood Fund money.

2 The Parish Council is awaiting confirmation that this funding request complies with the Parish Council's powers of expenditure.

3 With reference to the request that the Parish Council applies for the planning permission on behalf of the Pub in order to qualify for a reduced fee, the Clerk confirmed that the Parish Council can not apply for planning permission on behalf of any other body. It can only apply for permission for works that it is commissioning for itself.  It is, therefore, unable to apply for permission on behalf of the White Lion Pub.

4 If it becomes apparent that the White Lion Pub requires any additional parking capacity as a result of the development, the appropriate permission should be sought in writing from the Trustees of the Village Hall for Pub patrons to use the Village Hall car park.
 5 If there are any material changes to the scheme outlined in your application for which approval has been given, the applicant will notify the Parish Council as soon as possible.
The above points were proposed for approval by Cllr Power, seconded by Cllr Butler, all agreed. Resolved.
