Land registrations – Solicitor’s response re: Ash Parva Pond
The update was received on the day of the last meeting. Councillors discussed its content.  His view was that an adverse possession would be unlikely.  Village Green status could be applied for.  A Parish Council can maintain a village green under the LGA 1894 s .  Councillors discussed the implications and possible cost. Cllr Dodd proposed registering the land as a village green. Cllr Taylor seconded all agreed. 1 abstained.  No update on the footpath.

Councillors were asked to return comments by end of next week and set dates for distribution dates at the halls. Printing budget £500 proposed by Cllr A Allen, seconded by Cllr W Allen, all agreed. If permission is given the house will remain as affordable and can only be sold for 60% of its market value.  A dormer bungalow is being applied for with wood cladding.  He stated that he would like to have parish council approval for the application.  Councillors could not discuss the application as it has not been validated and is therefore unseen.  It was agreed that the Clerk would collate comments and respond under delegated authority.
