1 Welcome & Public Session
The Chair welcomed everyone to the June meeting of Whitchurch Rural Parish Council. 7 members of the public were present. Cllr G Dakin attended the Meeting.  Mr Ellison raised the removal of cats eyes from the B5476 – is this in preparation for repair or resurfacing?  If it is to resurface what is the intended surface type?  Resident from Hollins Lane spoke in respect of a planning application requesting removal of conditions – requested that they remain in place and gave an overview to Councillors as to the reasoning behind his request.  A resident who lives along the  restricted by-way also made representation concerning restrictions of access which Councillors duly noted.  Requested that this should be heard by committee and that the decision is not made by delegated authority.  Mrs Ellison commented that the bridge along this route is inadequate to take traffic.

Cllr Martinson requested approval to recycle old parish plans: agreed. Questionnaires, comments, some parish plans to be kept.

Councillor’s reports: Cllr Power reported back from the Parachute Centre following complaints about noise.  He gave an update on the plane used – same plane being used as for many years although some changes have been made recently to improve aircraft noise eg now 3 propellers rather than 2.  New plane in plans for 4/5 years’ time.  Tight flying circle required by civil aviation authority.  Wind conditions affect how noise travels.  Parachute centre very happy to give more information as and when required.  Cllr Martinson suggested that perhaps Mr Busby give a presentation next May to the community at the parish meeting   Thanks to Cllr Power and to Mr Busby-Hicks for attending.  Cllr Chambers reported Tilstock residents on the whole view the Club favourably and support the Centre.  Centre takes complaints seriously and wants to work with the community.

i) Applications: 
14/03484/OUT Amendment: Proposed Residential Development South of Ash Hall: Outline application (access for approval) for residential development (some affordable housing) and associated amenity space:
Cllr Dodd left the room during the discussion: Cllr Martinson gave an overview of the amendment slightly altering the boundary.  Councillors agreed to support the development.  
16/02143/VAR Land to rear of no 5 Hollins Lane, Tilstock SY13 3NT: Removal of conditions 7 (access) 8(bird boxes) 9 (hours of construction) and 10 (restrictions on building height) attached to planning permission 11/03020/OUT for the erection of a dwelling: Cllr Dodd recalled. Cllr Chambers proposed objecting to the removal of the conditions.  No circumstances have changed.  Weak culvert on approach to bridleway.  Restriction on height maintains privacy for other houses, bird boxes needed, bridleway extremely narrow.  Conditions 7,8,9,10 should remain, seconded by Cllr Chesters, all agreed.  If case officer recommends removal the Parish Council requests decision by committee. Clerk to inform Shropshire Council. 
16/02099/FUL: Midway Truckstop, Prees Heath: Erection of an MOT test centre, service/maintenance bay for garage business and staff/office area
Cllrs discussed the application: Cllrs supported the application.  All agreed.  Cllr Butler queried access and parking.  Support subject to meeting the necessary agency conditions and with highways support.
16/01707/FUL: Land Adjacent To White Lion, Ash Magna, Whitchurch, Shropshire
 Erection of 2 No. dwellings together with associated drainage and parking (to be discussed IF SC are reconsulting.) Officer reported nothing new from the Agent received so no new information to consult on.  
16/00749/REM DEVELOPMENT PROPOSED: Approval of reserved matters (appearance, landscaping, layout and scale) pursuant to outline planning permission ref 14/02131/OUT for the erection of two dwellings  LOCATION: Land Adjacent To Heathfields, Golf House Lane, Prees Heath, Shropshire
Change to fencing: close boarded to roadside: all agreed to support.
