Minutes of the Extraordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 31st July 2023 at
Ash Village Hall at 7:00 pm
335	Chairman’s welcome, apologies, absences, announcements 
Cllr Thornhill opened the Meeting at 7:03pm.  One member of the public attended the Meeting.  Apologies were received from Cllrs Loweth and A Allen.

336	To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation Requests in accordance with the Code of Conduct
No requests were received. 

337	Tilstock car park western boundary wall repairs – Proposal to consider/approve payment for repairs to the boundary wall following determination of the Parish Council’s responsibility in respect of this boundary
The Councillors discussed the repairs which have been carried out the wall, one section having been rebuilt.  Councillors discussed the area which the Council might have responsibility for.  The Clerk provided Councillors with evidence of the original transfer document between Shropshire Council and the then owners of the land which includes a reference to the boundary wall being the responsibility of the new owner post sale, which would be Shropshire Council.  The title plan shows the boundary area for the car park which is from the Church boundary wall to the east, the housing to the north and the wall to the west of the car park.  Clerk to circulate a copy of the title deeds to Councillors.  Further evidence of responsilbity for the western boundary wall to be investigated in the archived filing. The Parish Council obtained the car park from Shropshire Council in 2012/13.
The Clerk has requested a copy of the invoice which has been settled by the owners of the adjacent property.  The Clerk has requested a condition report from a builder and an overview of likely costs for the repairs made.

338	Tilstock playground waste bin – to enable Cllrs to discuss/approve waste removal solution and consideration of a quote from Shropshire Council for emptying costs of £145 pa 
Cllr Thompson reported recent  issues with the emptying of the waste bin in the playground, which has to date been emptied by a volunteer.  A quote has been obtained for this to be included on Shropshire Council’s rota for waste removal at an annual cost of £145.  Councillors discussed the health and safety concerns relating to waste removal and potential hazardous waste involved, which could pose a risk to those emptying the bins. Cllr Blyth proposed accepting the quote, seconded by Cllr Thompson, all agreed with three abstentions. Clerk to accept the quote. 
Councillors from Ash rejected professional waste removal services for the playground in Ash.
