Chairman’s welcome, announcements & Public participation 

The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:19pm welcoming everyone present to the November Meeting of the Parish Council.  3 members of the public attended the Meeting. Cllr Dakin was in attendance.  Councillors received a representation about Shropshire Council’s policy regarding the CiL Local.  Cllr Dakin reported this matter was going to the Cabinet for discussion later this week.  Currently decisions are Officer led.  Many complaints have been filed about the handling of expression of interest applications for this fund and Shropshire Council’s apparent decision to divert funds away from the area of development to the service towns to support, for example, education requirements such as the provision of new classrooms.  

A further representation was received regarding the renaming of some properties in Catteralls Lane.  Shropshire Council has confirmed that consent must be obtained from all 4 properties for this to proceed.

Councillors considered the budget forecasts as presented by the Clerk. Councillors acknowledged that this year’s spend would be increased by c£2k for the war memorial cleaning.  They considered potential areas of spend for 2019-20, including allocating Neighbourhood Fund money to identified projects from the place plan.  The requirement for a speed camera in Broughall was noted, c£3.5k. 

Councillor Dakin recommended securing s106 monies from any future developments for replacement playground equipment.
