c.     Parish Halls funding requests

Chair confirmed that the Parish Council are waiting on permission from highways. 

e. Election Fees:
Shropshire Council has confirmed that the May 2021 election fee will be £200 to be invoiced in the next financial year. 
Cllr. Blyth mentioned that no election has been called following the resignation in December so the Parish Council are now in a position to co-opt. 
f. Signage: 
The sign for Parker Allen Way is missing. Members are minded to defer ordering a new sign as the old sign might be found locally, and questioned whether or not, as this is not a directional sign, it is immediately necessary? 
g. Chair confirmed that the Clerk is currently investigating electricity provision via Shropshire Council. 
h. SmartWater: 
In 2018 there were circa 605 dwellings in the Parish although there has been a considerable increase due to new development in the villages. 
After discussion Cllr. Haynes proposed and Cllr. Blythe seconded that the Parish Council order 600 kits for distribution in the Parish. 

RESOLVED: unanimously to order 600 smartwater kits.
