1 Chair’s welcome & announcements 

Cllr A Allen took the Chair as Cllr Martinson was away.   The Meeting opened at 7:15pm.  Eleven members of the public were present. Cllr Dakin was in attendance.  
2
Public participation – to receive representations on items on the agenda/of public interest
Mr Parker queried what’s happening with the replacement Ash Parva sign. The Clerk confirmed that this has been requested.  Update for registering parcels of land in the Parish to be covered under the Clerk’s report.  Queried lack of agenda in Ash.  Clerk reported that the agenda had been sent out with a request to display it in Ash and confirmation if someone couldn’t display it. Displayed on the website and on 2 boards in Tilstock so regulatory requirements have been met.  Mr Weaver attended from Villa Farm Fisheries and gave a report on the recent traffic accident. Highways has been asked previously to reduce the speed limit.  Calming measures have been asked for at the end of Catteralls Lane.  8000 vehicles use this route weekly.  Requested speed issue is dealt with. Cllr Dakin reported from conversations with Highways that the Parish Council must request action.  Speed gathering data strips good starting point.  Entrance to the Fishery should be highlighted with persons crossing sign.  Request traffic engineer to attend.  Cllr Hunter recommended requesting a speed camera.  Request Highways Engineer to attend next Meeting.  Mrs Maddox made a representation to the Parish Council about damage caused to her property.  Chair recommended she contacts the SC planning department and that it is a civil matter.

A resident from a property by the car auction attended to object to the proposed extension.  Detrimental impact on residential amenity. Queried environmental impact.  Objected to the increased levels of pollution from an additional 800 cars.  Auctions currently twice a week.  Access and exit to property already compromised by the business activity.  Second resident present to also object about further expansion into agricultural land.  Traffic concerns were raised.  Security lighting an issue for residents.  Large tree in the middle of the site has been omitted from the plans.  Mr Parkes – proposes ‘Parva Grove’ for the new development – Requested that the Parish Council chases the speed limit reduction from 60mph to 30mph.

Excess traffic and pollution health hazard.  Loss of agricultural land to store cars. Inappropriate use of land.  More appropriate sites elsewhere.  Development in open countryside.  Highways concerns cited. All agreed to object.  Queried ‘unused’ agricultural land.  Clerk to inform Shropshire Council.
