1 Welcome & Public Session
The Chair opened the Meeting at 7:30pm welcoming the Council Members and 36 members of the public present.  Cllr Hunter confirmed for the public that the planning application for a slurry lagoon has been withdrawn and as such will not be discussed at the Meeting.  Council Members agreed to hear representations from the public about the application nevertheless but encouraged residents to comment online should another application be submitted.  An overall view of dissatisfaction and objection was expressed about the proposals, in particular that the lagoon was intended for use by the anaerobic digester in Whitchurch, not by the local farm. Concerns were raised about the lack of detail included in the application and absence of an environmental impact assessment.

Councillors continued with the main meeting at 7:37pm receiving apologies from Cllr Power and Cllr Butler which were duly accepted by the Council.

No objections were raised, members agreed to support the application.

Address:  Prees Heath Motor Auction , Heath Road, Prees Heath, Whitchurch, SY13 2AE
Proposal:  Extension of existing vehicle parking including change of use from unused agricultural to parking
Applicant: Aston Barclay (Mr Glenn Scarborough, Heath Road, Whitchurch, SY13 2AE)


Members received a representation from a neighbour objecting to the scheme.  Councillors discussed the proposals and agreed to object on the grounds of inappropriate development in the location amounting to development in open countryside. As with the previous application, Councillors queried the statement that development would take place in ‘unused’ agricultural land.  Members agreed that this was no longer a suitable site for the business and recommended it should be relocated to the allocated industrial site in Whitchurch or another suitable location. Councillors expressed concern for the residential amenity of neighbouring properties citing development scheme surrounding non related residential dwelling, hours of operation (not 9-5 as stated), noise and light pollution.  Concerns over highways safety were expressed with lorries queuing to enter/exit the site.  With an increase in online business Members also queried the need for additional parking. The Council Members agreed to object to the application.
