Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes:

Parish Councillors’ reports
Almshouse Charity: Cllr Butler reported that new quotes coming in to replace sash windows.  The cleaning of stone frontages is being looked at.
HLG meeting: Cllr Power reported that RAF Shawbury now has the new helicopters in place, and new simulators being used for training.  Prees Heath is a military low fly zone so any advertising balloons being used etc should be reported to them asap.

Unitary Councillor’s report
Cllr Dakin reported Kier took over on 1st April.  A sum has been earmarked for pothole repairs.  The ‘traffic master’ is to be employed to repair the potholes.  The Edgeley Barns planning application was put before the Planning Committee but modifications have been requested.  Plans for the new Whitchurch Surgery is going ahead, details to be announced later.  An open invitation has been issued for councillors to visit the anaerobic digester site.  

c) PC Chris Hirons attended the meeting and was invited to speak.  He reported that Officer shift patterns have changed recently to ensure daily cover.  There are 1 PC and 2 PCSOs currently – increasing to 3 PCSOs at some point soon.  Motorcross bikes using the nature reserve area still a problem which is ongoing and being dealt with.  Burglaries have been reported in neighbouring areas. Property marking events still ongoing.  Happy to attend local events.  To email the clerk email addresses for local officers.  Members of the public can call 101 for more urgent matters or report incidents online.  Higher Heath has been turned into a ‘smartwater’ village.  The Police are trying to encourage people to mark their property and are happy to give advice on security.  Sheds and garages the most likely targets for thefts.
