Finance:
a) Cash book & Bank reconciliation – For information/approval
The bank reconciliation was checked against the statements for accuracy and duly signed and approved.
b)
To approve invoices presented for payment (to include those presented post agenda publication)
Councillors reviewed the invoices presented. Cllr Power proposed approving all payments, seconded by Cllr Taylor, all agreed. The cheques were duly signed in accordance with the mandate.
c) 2019-20 Budget – To enable Councillors to agree a spend budget for 2019-2020/consideration of precept request for 2019-20
Councillors reviewed the amended budget presented by the Clerk.  An additional £3k would need to be included in order to provide extra street lighting in Tilstock (as per quote received from Eon).  Councillors discussed possible grant funding and the future provision of additional playground equipment which may be provided via Neighbourhood Fund money.  Councillors discussed the gated community aspiration and agreed that this was not a priority; the provision of additional street lighting was more important.
d) Precept request – to enable Councillors to determine/agree the precept request for 2019-20
Councillors considered the precept figure information provided by Shropshire Council.  It was noted that for a 0% increase to a band D property a precept request of £21,013 would be required.  Councillors reviewed their anticipated expenditure, noting the addition of extra insurance costs to cover the Tilstock playground equipment and adding in grounds maintenance costs for Tilstock also.  Councillors agreed a 3% increase to the precept giving a request of £21,643, proposed by Cllr Thornhill, seconded by Cllr Power, all agreed. Clerk to apply to Shropshire Council.  The form was duly completed and signed off by the Clerk/RFO and the Chairman.

Disabled parking bays for Tilstock car park – to approve quote

A quote for £200 per bay had been received. Councillor Hunter proposed commissioning the installation of 2 disabled bays into the car park, seconded by Cllr Dodd, all agreed. Cllr Hunter to check the car park for any remedial works that may be needed.  Clerk to commission.
