1 Chair’s welcome & announcements 

The Chair welcomed everyone to the June meeting of the Parish Council, opening proceedings at 7:15pm.  Cllr Hunter formally introduced Roger Thornhill, welcoming him to the Council. 

2 Public participation – to receive representations on items on the agenda/of public interest
Three members of the public were present.  Mr Parker commented on the improved grass cutting –requested that the Contractor cuts the top of the bank around the Parker Allen Way.  Queried the new road signs.  Councillors agreed that the name signs were done in accordance with the OS mapping system.  Cllr Hunter confirmed that the signs had been put in mainly to aid emergency services.  
Mr Ellison confirmed that a similar situation occurred in Tilstock where a road was named without consultation with residents. Tilstock cast iron name sign is missing from Ash opposite the war memorial.  
(Ash Parva sign is also still missing.) Sign needs to be replaced.  Mr Ellison queried the amount of neighbourhood fund money which has been received to date.  Mr Ellison asked for Cllr Dakin to check the amount received to date.  Clerk to email Mr Ellison breakdown of CiL payments and how the Neighbourhood Fund is divided up.  The Clerk confirmed how the NF money has to be spent.

It was agreed that due to the lack of reserves, as a result of upgrading the street lighting in the parish, it is not possible to make a contribution at this time.  To look at next year against monies that they have raised themselves.

To further consider possible contribution towards the upkeep of Brown Moss: Councillors agreed that this is not possible this financial year to make unbudgeted expenditure outside normal parish running costs.  Not possible with the current level of precept or reserves following lighting upgrade.
