Chairman’s welcome, announcements & Public participation 
The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:15pm welcoming everyone to the December Meeting of Whitchurch Rural Parish Council.   Cllr G Dakin was in attendance.  Two members of the public attended the Meeting.  A resident queried a report that Broseley Town Council has apparently been offered £77k to remain in Shropshire.  A second resident reported that volunteers have taken over the refurbishment of the pond in Ash Parva.  They want to apply for a grant but have no bank account. A request was made to use the Parish Council account. The Clerk responded that this would not be possible.  The planning conditions for the new development in Ash Magna were queried.  It was suggested that the road was supposed to be widened prior to the commencement of works, however, the footings are believed to have gone in. Councillors were unable to confirm the terms.

Cllr Dakin reported that the scheme to reduce speed on the A525 will take about 6 months to implement. He recommended that the VAS sign be an illuminated crossroads indicator with ‘SLOW DOWN’ written below.  The Parish Council will be required to fund the purchase of the VAS but the installation of double white lines (to  be painted by the Fishery stretch of the road) and 50mph signage will be funded by Shropshire Council.
