Precept setting: to finalise agreement for 2018-19 financial year
Councillors discussed the precept requirement.  Funding request received from Citizens Advice in addition to previous requests from TBVH and Brown Moss.  Request also forwarded from Cllr Dakin by Mobility Matters.  Cllr Thornhill proposed 3% increase equating to £20, 340.00 on the 0% figure which is a modest increase lower than inflation. Cllr Butler agreed with this.  Cllr W Allen agreed with the modest increase.  Concerns were raised over the cumulative effect with other raises in the precept. Cllr Dodd agreed with the suggestion.  With one exception the majority voted in favour of a 3% increase. Clerk to apply £20,340.00.
