Chairman’s welcome, apologies, absences, announcements & Public participation 
The Chairman welcomed everyone present and declared the Meeting opened at 7:04pm.  Cllr Dakin attended the Meeting.  Cllrs Richardson and Thompson sent their apologies.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)
Parish Councillors’ & Clerk
Cllr Blyth gave a report from the three Higginson Trust meetings she had attended.  Minutes from the Meetings will be requested for the Parish Council’s information.  


b)
Unitary Councillor’s report
Cllr Dakin reported that Whitchurch swimming pool will not re-open due to the high costs of repairing it.  There will be a public consultation on a new pool with café, gym facilities with the possible addition of a library or youth centre.  The VAS is due to be installed on the A525in Broughall next week. The white painted hatching markings outside Tilstock School need to be extended.  Highways has been out to inspect.  Concerns have been raised about on road parking by parents and possibly staff. They could use the car park by the Hall.  Cllr Butler suggested a local traffic warden could visit to move the cars on during school times. The School needs a bigger car park giving provision for staff cars.  Cllr Dakin further reported that Shropshire Council is to put an extra £10m into the Highways budget.  Shropshire Council’s Local Plan is due to be presented to Full Council next week in its final submission form before being submitted for Inspection.  Cllr Dakin was asked if anything could be done to tidy up the appearance of the Cherry Tree in Prees Heath (included in the SAMDev Plan for 5 houses).  Cllr Dakin  to approach the owners.  There has been no progress on the installation of the 30mph zone in Ash Parva or installation of the VAS which was paid for in 2017.
