Chairman’s welcome, to receive apologies/note absences announcements & Public 
participation 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the June Meeting of the Parish Council, opening proceedings at 7:15pm.  Three members of the public attended the Meeting.  Apologies were received from  Cllr S Power.  A resident from Tilstock reported all recycling bins have been removed.  
He raised concerns whether fly tipping will result.  He suggested residents from Whixhall came to use the skips when they were in place.  Dog fouling issues in Tilstock continue.  On 23rd June there will be an individual merit competition at the Bowling Club.  Additional play equipment request from Tilstock  & Bradbury Village Hall has been given to a Councillor.  He mentioned that the car park is often full due to Wrekin Housing Association tenants parking in the public car park.  A grant request for the maintenance of the Church clock has been sent to the Parish Council. He queried what the Parish Council would be doing about this. Drains near the School have not been cleaned out.  Cllr Dakin gave an overview of Shropshire Council’s decision to remove skips from public car parks.  Cllr Butler suggested the car park is monitored and any tipping is photographed as evidence to build a picture of the level of the problem.  

It was reported that the Ash Parva pond is now finished and it is waiting to be filled.  He queried if the grant cheque will be forthcoming.  2 new seats have been donated. The existing Parish Council seat has been removed and is being returned to the Parish Council for relocation to the playground (suggestion).  A member of the public informed the Council it has a responsibility to maintain the Church clock. 
An Ash resident suggested that ‘pins’ should be located on top of the swing sets to prevent pigeons sitting on the top of swings and fouling on the seats. Would like to have confirmation from Playsafety whether these are acceptable before they are installed.

Approval of the Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council Meeting and the Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on 8th May 2019
Councillors confirmed that they had all received and read the Minutes. Cllr Dodd proposed them to be a true and accurate record of both Meetings, seconded by Cllr Butler, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

Matters arising from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda
Gleeson Homes – Discussion relating to the proposals outlined in the April Meeting.
Cllr Butler raised concerns about such a large development being brought forward.  She expressed the view that Prees Heath is more an industrial area than residential, more business suited than homes. Concerned about safety of families in this location.  Queried if the number of dwellings proposed would constitute overdevelopment of the site.  Walking to the School would be difficult from this location.  Concept of putting homes outside the development boundary is unsupported.  Would prefer homes in locations where facilities in villages can be reached.  Safety issues accessing this site.  Open countryside site.  Wrong location for affordable housing.  Unanimous objection to the scheme.   To compile a list of objections for Shropshire Council.  
Presentation of quotes as requested for equipment (laptop, projector, screen, broadband installation into the Parish Rooms): To circulate quotes for equipment etc. Plusnet quote for the provision of broadband in the Hall would be £18pm +vat.  
Clock: Tilstock Church Clock: Request received from the last meeting for £835 for the maintenance of the clock repairs.   Unbudgeted expense which would need to come from Parish Council reserves if Councillors decided to support the application.  Councillors considered the request.  Cllr A Allen put forward a proposal to contribute £500 towards the restoration clock, seconded by Cllr T Hunter. All agreed.  To be paid when the work has been completed.

Cllr A Allen and Cllr J Dodd attended the Place Plan Meeting for the Whitchurch area.  Cllr Allen gave an overview.  Support for the community pub was added in.  Most of previously included info has been kept.  Presentation was given by various Shropshire Council Officers.

Unitary Councillor’s report
Cllr Dakin gave his report.  Trying to progress the crossing and continuous white lines in Broughall. Still waiting for satisfactory answers.  Lines advertised and no objections.  Now has to be approved.  Does not believe permission is required to install the VAS. Prees Heath Car Auction are parking on the field, no changes are being made to the car park. This is unacceptable and has been reported.  Councillors raised concerns over water contamination.  Ash Parva VAS – two years since agreement to install one.  Requested that the PC writes to Shropshire Council to insist that this be installed without delay.  He raised concerns over the proposed footpath in Ash Magna.

Annual playground inspection quote received from Playsafety £68.50+VAT  plus additional items over 5 per site of £3.50 per item plus VAT. Councillors considered the quote for Ash and Tilstock playgrounds. The Clerk confirmed that the Parish Council paid £176.40 in 2018-19 for the inspections. Cllr Thornhill proposed, seconded by Cllr Hunter that the quote be accepted. All agreed.  Clerk to make enquiries as to whether pigeon deterents on top of swings will be acceptable to deter pigeons from messing on the seats.  To be fitted using glue and cable ties.

Seats to be returned to the Parish Council from the pond area.  Cllr A Allen ask if Councillors were minded to accept the seat which has been removed from the pond area prop Cllr Dodd, seconded by Cllr Hunter.  Councillors discussed locating it into the playground and securing it.  The seat will need refurbishing.  Cllr Hunter proposed asking D Gresty to collect, S Taylor seconded.  All agreed. Clerk to ask Mr Gresty to collect and install the seat.

· Cllr Butler gave an interim playground report.  Fence and gates four wooden slats missing.  Binsis full – village hall volunteer empties the bins.  Concerns over nappies being dumped unpacked into the bin.  Tripping hazard on roundabout and mutliplay where the soil has worn away. . Rocker chair under tree and requires cleaning.  Grass well maintained.  Rubber guard on zip wire has been ripped.  David gresty to be asked to attend to slats and rubber guard.  Update given on the Ash playground.

Cllr Thornhill reported that an accident had occurred on route to Whitchurch – low loader in the middle of the road in the centre of the road.  The road is becoming more dangerous due to HGVs and speeding traffic.  It is too narrow for white lines and a reduction in speed limit not possible. 
Cllr Dakin said that the digester firm gave £10000 for road improvements – maybe a passing place could be installed. Councillors queried whether this would help due to size and speed of traffic.  Councillors requested speed reduction signage. Cllr Dakin to investigate possibilities.  Suggested Highways site visit to assess road.  Councillors acknowledged the need to identify potential passing places. 
Request for a mirror to be mounted on opposite side of road. To investigate purchasing a mirror online.  Could be mounted on a telegraph pole opposite.
Sight visibility concerns were raised in Tilstock by the left hand bend by triangle Malt Kiln Road; it was suggested that a safety mirror is needed.  Clerk to ask Highways to assess.
