A resident raised various Highways concerns with the Council Members: weed spraying of verges in Tilstock, recent burst pipes on the B5476; a request for the street cleaner to attend; cleaning of the war memorial.  A second resident asked if the Grosset Way could be donated to Ash village and reported that the footway by the Lady Lambert is obstructed by vegetation.  Following recent inspections of the A525 better visibility splays at farm entrances have been called for.

It is essential to employ a legal planning expert to assist with the writing of the plan.

Reports of rises in burglaries were given at the most recent LJC meeting. The new car parking strategy is shortly to be implemented. Reduced pop and shop times will be implemented.
