1 Welcome & Public Session
The Chair welcomed everyone to the September Meeting of the Parish Council opening proceedings at 7:15pm.  One member of public and Unitary Cllr Dakin attended the Meeting.  Mr Ellison reported various highways issues regarding clearing of gullies.  Mr Ellison arranged with Highways to have them cleaned as they have not been done for some time in his view.  Gully opposite the Le Grand is blocked.  Mr Ellison believes the drain was cut off when new road was laid (c3-5 years ago).  This creates a ford across the road.  Cllr Dakin reported that Ian Walshaw was adamant that the drain had been re-connected.  Drain outside roundhouse not on the grid plans for the jetters. 
Mr Ellison noted a letter concerning speed on the B5476 listed under correspondence.  He expressed the view that the road needs resurfacing. The road is sinking into tracks B5476 near Brook Farm.  Road through Steel Heath due for resurfacing works shortly.  

Verge and vegetation near the barriers on railway bridge need cutting back. Needs tidying. 
 The Chair reported that Messrs Ted Parks, Mike Parker and Rob Shaw have repaired the village green area in Ash following the Severn Trent works which damaged the surface and conveyed thanks on behalf of the Parish Council.

Apologies were received from Cllr S Power which were duly accepted by the Council.

Cllr Chesters stated that he will withdraw from discussion on Le Grand Nursing home.

5 Approval of Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 4th July 2016: The Minutes were proposed by Cllr A Allen, seconded by Cllr P Thompson to be a true and accurate record, all agreed. Chair duly signed the Minutes; The Extraordinary Meeting held on 8th August 2016: The Minutes were proposed by Cllr Chambers, seconded by Cllr W Allen to be a true and accurate record, all agreed, duly signed.

6 Matters arising from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda
4th July – Devolution of services: chair reported extra year to work with – all decisions delayed until September 17 – interested in clustering/paying for various services. Chair reported she had written as agreed to state that the Parish Council could not take on Brown Moss management – outdoor partnerships looking into ways to look after these – perhaps paying for parking for areas. Looking after will be turned into charitable status – cost neutral plan.  The Parish Council needs to determine future part to play.  Attended Whitchurch led meeting – all local areas using services had representation – not much came out of this meeting – next meeting 11/11/16 – no particular agreement to cluster.  Cllr Chambers expressed view that the Parish Council should take on seamless approach to services and play a part of devolution of services.  Chair to attend the meeting.  To include for further discussion on next agenda to include transport.  

7 Unitary Councillor’s report
Very little going on in August at Shirehall. Disappointed by the closure of Doctors’ surgery.  This has been in the offing for 3 years, 6 months notice was given.  Efforts have been made to keep it open.  Contacted representatives from Hospital Trust – poor response but assurance given new surgery to open on 1st November.  No information can be given out as ‘sensitive’ information.  Will cater for void of Richmond surgery.  Press release to be forwarded and put on website. Chair queried how Cheshire are reducing speed limits by c10mph across the county – does Shropshire have any plans in place? Cllr Dakin is not aware of any plans to implement the same policy.  Can put forward specific roads for reduction.

Playground – PC inspection reports received from PlaySafety.  Tilstock would like new equipment, Chair reported Ash could also use some new equipment.  Would like to see upgrades  at some point.  Tilstock’s report is better than Ash (newer equipment).  Overall risk for Ash is medium but only one item has been reported medium, all others are low risk. Chair to inspect thoroughly and report back.

a) Items to report: Eon phase 1 completed, no recent update on phase 2 as yet.  Light on corner of Hollins still reported as out.  Chair confirmed this will be attended to in LED changeover programme with  Tilstock due to be done first.

c) Chair reported resident has requested tree on green in ash be taken out as it is encroaching onto road and their property.  Want to replant with laurel on their boundary.  All in favour of removing the tree.  To get quotes.  Resolved.

Matters to report for attention/Update of works previously requested:
B5476 : Chair asked if PC Members wish to make enquires re drains in Tilstock as raised in the public session.  Cllr Chesters queried how effective the jetting process is actually effective. Members expressed dissatisfaction in lack of communication.   Formal complaint not satisfied with treatment of drains.  
Road signs – Ash Lane/Ash Road – quote received for £150 per sign – Clerk to order x4 proposed by Cllr Martinson, seconded by Cllr Dodd, all agreed. Resolved.  Clerk to request another update on the Brown Moss street naming programme.  Councillors reviewed request on proposed street name for new development in Tilstock.  Councillors had no objections.
ii)
Safer roads partnership scheme: position update: all paperwork received and waiting for schedule to undertake the training. 
Road safety concerns – speed – pub to Steel Heath, Tilstock – residents’ letter brought forward – Parish Council has been asked  to propose a 40mph on B5476 as in Quina Brook.  Councillors agreed to request a 40mph limit from Tilstock to Steel Heath/Wem.  Previously discussed gateway system for Tilstock which has been included on the Place Plan.  Councillors discussed and agreed that they would like to see the speed limit on the A525 reduce by 10mph and further expressed the view that a slip road into Ash Lane is needed.

Cllr Martinson confirmed that she has the machine and is waiting for School to start in order to deliver it. The Ash defibrillator has been presented to the Parish Rooms’ Committee.  Cllr Martinson confirmed that the Parish Council bought the defibrillators for the Parish to donate to the Halls with the intention that the installation costs would be met by the Halls.  However, as Tilstock Village Hall does not want the defibrillator on the Hall wall the School was approached as an alternative location and it has agreed to take it. Cllr Chesters to ask if the Hall Committee will agree to fund the installation of the defibrillator.  Councillors discussed training in use of the defibrillators.  Cllr Dakin to ask the local fire station to give training.

Proposal:  Outline planning application for the erection of 6No dwellings following demolition of existing nursing home (to include access and scale)  Applicant: Mr LeGrand: Cllr Chambers welcomed something happening to site but considers it a great shame to lose the old vicarage.  Could there not be a scheme for apartments?  Considers the building to be an important part of village.  Cllr A Allen agreed. Agent’s detail states that the client has no ideas as to what to do with the building.  Cllr Chambers to approach owner.  Not satisfied that all avenues have been explored and demolition is easy option.  View of PC that every effort should be made to use the original building.  If new additions knocked down there would still be enough space to allow some new development.  Object to scheme outlined but would support retention of original building (flats) plus some new development on site.  Cllr Chambers, seconded by Cllr A Allen, proposed keeping the Vicarage as part of any scheme for this site.  PC members also request information regarding infrastructure arrangements and if current system can support new dwellings.  2 x abstentions.  One councillor  supported scheme as outlined.  Object.
