1 Welcome/Present & Apologies and/or Absent & Public Session
The Chair opened the Meeting welcoming everyone to the November meeting of WRPC opening proceedings at 7:15pm with the public session. Four members of the public were present along with Cllr G Dakin.  
Matters raised by the public included Parish Council communication with the residents, attendance at new development site meetings, CiL money (how/when it is received/spent), drainage in Tilstock and traffic calming suggestions for Ash Parva.
Apologies were received from Cllr Thompson which were duly accepted by the Council.

2 Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary or any other Interests/ Dispensation Requests 
Cllrs Dodd and Hunter declared an interest in a planning item.  No dispensations requested.

3 Approval of Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 3rd October 2016
Cllr Martinson raised a point under point 8 regarding removal of goal posts –‘ to request whether village hall would like to have them removed’.  Adjusted the Minutes accordingly and initialled.  The Minutes were otherwise approved as a true and accurate copy by Cllr Chambers, seconded by Cllr Power, all agreed and duly signed. 
4 Matters arising/action taken from the approved Minutes not otherwise included below
None raised.  

5 Unitary Councillor’s report & Community Policing Update (if available)

No community policing update available.

Cllr Dakin reminded Councillors about the devolution of services meeting 16/1//16 at the Civic Centre, and suggested that attendees come up with ideas etc beforehand if possible.  A reply to an email has been received from the Officer for Highways: technical details for footway now received and in talks with consultant over final details such as street lighting and advanced warning system.  He confirmed that a raised plateau would not be suitable in this location as traffic calming measure.  Cllr Dakin agreed to investigate temp speed limit for Ash Parva whilst construction works on-going.  Cllr Martinson confirmed that speed humps as traffic calming measures were not part of any original discussions, however the extension of the 30mph zone has always featured. This should be extended once the new houses built.  Interim measures would be welcomed.  Councillors confirmed that their understanding was of the same view – no speed hump was ever proposed.  Cllr Dakin to take this back to highways.  Councillors agreed that this measure would suit the Council.  Cllr Power suggested one sign at each end of the village.  Cllr Martinson asked to be advised if a site visit would take place.

Street Lights/General Maintenance and or Repairs  

i)
Playground – PC inspection reports/Annual inspection report:
Remedial works carried out in Ash at a cost of £24 attending to the annual inspection report. Over hanging tree still an issue.  Cllr W Allen to ask for this to be cut back from obstructing the zip wire. 
ii)
Street lighting: a) items to report: Cllr Chambers confirmed which light is out in Tilstock – no power to the column.  One of the new lights in ash has gone out. Cllr Martinson chasing. New maps provided by Eon.  Electricity supply seems to still be an issue in Tisltock.  Conversion to LED has begun in Tilstock – 3 done so far.  Once job is completed we will be able to update the MPan inventory and apply for reduced costs.

Highways & Environmental Health/Services
i)
Matters to report for attention/Update of works previously requested: Cllr Power reported that he has reported potholes via the Cycling Association website and white lines have appeared within a week for repair.  
ii)
Church Close, Tilstock – Adoption of road by Shropshire Council: Cllr Chambers reported that a house sale has been held up as the road has yet to be adopted by Shropshire Council.  Apparently the lighting/kerbing and visibility splays are holding up the adoption.  Clerk confirmed that information has been requested from Highways but staffing issues are a problem. Cllr Dakin will chase this.  
iii)
Prees Heath Common – Councillor’s update: letter from Shropshire Wildlife Trust has sent out latters prohibiting use of land for motor cycles.  Road closure on Ash Lane – no notification received.  
iv)
BT Phone boxes consultation – Tilstock & Broughall – SC has informed the Parish Council that BT wants to remove the phone kiosks.  Consultation finishes on 25th November.  Can put case forward to keep: Broughall kiosk has had one call from it in last 12 months, Tilstock kiosk has had 30 calls made from it.  Cllr Chambers proposed asking to keep the Tilstock kiosk.  Shropshire Council default position is that they are kept in rural areas.  Cllr Chesters seconded keeping the kiosk in Tilstock.  Demand does not seem to be high in Broughall so that could be removed.  Cllr A Allen seconded this motion.  All agreed.  Cllr Butler to put on Facebook page.

Councillor’s reports: Cllr W Allen reported from the LJC meeting in Ash: Richmond House Surgery situation was discussed with rep from clinical commissioning group. Neil Wilcox discussed county commissioning and devolution of services.  Discussed declining use of library. Brown Moss and Steel Heath to be managed by county but would like contributions for upkeep.

School: waiting for Ofsted inspection. Cllr Dakin gave update report. 36 children attending at present.  Ideally need c50 to make a school viable.  Cllr Martinson said it would be a great loss to the Parish if the School was to close.
Helicopter liaison meeting: 2018 new helicopter will be introduced which will be quieter.

Defibrillators : Although the School was due to take the defibrillator due to its uncertain future they have decided not to take it. Decision to buy 2 was taken by the Parish Council following a request for one for Ash Parish Rooms.  The Committee has been happy to pay to have it fitted and for ongoing costs.  Training taking place. £8.40 per year to run to heat the cabinet. Happy to have it as their own asset.   Tilstock: idea was to give it to the Hall, however the Committee didn’t think it was suitable. The School has now said no and the Village Hall still do not want the cabinet: concerns raised about insurance and many other issues.  Cllr Chesters suggested offering if to the Bowling Club to make it accessible to the public.  Cllr Power suggested offering it to the Church if the Bowling Club do not want it.

CiL/Neighbourhood Fund annual monitoring form for completion: Councillors discussed CiL.   Cllr Dakin suggested asking for cil rep to explain figures to the pc.  Cllr Dodd queried what was being spent locally on local infrastructure which is meant to be spent in association with parishes through the Place Plans.  Cllr Martinson stressed the need to update the Place Plans.  £703.09 to be allocated for a project.  Cllr Martinson said the form would be completed with the information we have – not the information provided by Nicki Young as we have not seen these figures before.  Fill in the form stating the monies will be held and put towards  a project – keep open footpath and refresh playground furniture.  Environmental and infrastructure improvements.  
Cllr Martinson raised CiL funding and potential capital improvements and priorities for Tilstock: Cllr Martinson asked councillors for 3 proposals to put forward – wants to lobby parishioners to see where they would like the monies spent.  CiL is supposed to be spent on local projects identified in the place plans.  Gateways for Tilstock must be included on place plans.  Footpath from Dearnford to Tilstock Close as a safety measure or permissive footpaths inside the hedge boundary. Various other issues including a cycle path from A41 to Steel Heath.  These items will be put forward for discussion.  Russell House – raised pedestrian crossing put forward by Cllr Chesters.  40mph limit through to Steel Heath proposed again.  Another dog waste bin requested.  Cllr Martinson confirmed that a list exists outlining what the monies can be spent on which was provided by SALC.  
Transparency Code funding available.  
iv)
Devolution of services – financial implications/contribution – Discuss
Cllr Martinson circulated precept spend update for this year
£4000 savings from this year to go on LED lighting.  Should have £5k per year keeping precept the same. Cllr Martinson asked if Councillors agree to contribute to services paid for Whitchurch Town Council – Cllr Power queried what level of contribution would make a difference.  Cllr Chambers requested confirmation of involvement in decision making as to how the money will be used.  Monetary contributions supported by the Parish Council.  All agreed.
